The Blessing of Easter

Easter has been a central part of traditional religion in England and
Wales since the time of the Saints. It was particularly important in
rural communities because men and women structured their lives
and experiences of the world (and hopes for the future) by the
combination of the change of the Seasons and the religious rituals
such as Easter.

On Palm Sunday at Gladestry the traditional rite procession was
followed with music and palms blessed. I myself attended a very
moving and uplifting concert of Stainer’s Crucifixion at St Mary’s
Kington by the Kington Choral Society and, on the following
evening, a dignified service to mark the Maundy or washing of feet in
imitation of the Last Supper in St John’s Gospel was held in Gladestry
church. Then the altar was stripped. In the established church the
altar was stripped at the end of the Maundy Thursday service to
signify the beginning of the darkness following the Crucifixion. On
Good Friday some bread and wine was placed in the crevice at the
foot of the churchyard Cross to mark the Easter sepulchre. This is
in fact a Medieval cross base which would have been the site of an
ancient wooden cross. This sepulchre was a central component of
the liturgy, and meant much to the laity for it belonged to the parish
not the church, and the poor sought to associate themselves with it.

HW M Rdiation of one’s own burial and sleep in death would have
come to mind especially when life expectancy was then much less
than today.

Easter Sunday was a glorious, not to be forgotten experience. I set
off from Gladestry at Sam for the gathering organised by Kington
Church at the Monkey Puzzle trees on Hergest Ridge. Fortunately
I had a torch but gradually the darkness disappeared. A crowd of
some thirty people said prayers and shared reflections. A young boy
even prayed to Jesus for forgiving him his sins! At 6.20am I set off
for Huntington for the 8.30 church service, marked with joyous
